	2. Approval of Minutes and matters arising - The November branch meeting minutes were confirmed as a true record. There were no matters arising.

	4 Pubs awards/POTY/Club – 

(i) DM informed the meeting that the first round of Nottingham POTY had been concluded (16 pubs).

(ii) DM referred to Club of the Year and the meeting was informed of more clubs with real ale – Willowbrook Club, Gedling Road; Mapperley Golf Club. 
	

	5. Stout and Porter stroll/Mild trail – DM referred to the feature in the new ND (centre pages) and advised the meeting that Magpie Stout would be available at the Trent Navigation (pub not on the stroll as not open when the stroll was prepared) 
	

	6. National Cask Ale Week – Spyke reminded the meeting that this would take place between 6th and 13th April. Details of events would feature in the next ND.
	

	7. Local Pubs Week – Spyke informed the meeting that the branch was able to determine when it would promote National Pubs week. Locally it would take place between 4th and 12th July. He indicated that a number of events were to be planned.
