Mansfield Road

An additional route for those who like a little walk (extra half mile or so).

From Langtrys:

Leave by the side entrance out to the Cornerhouse complex, turning right along the pedestrian area. Follow to the Victoria centre (Milton Street) and turn left past TK Maxx. This leads into Mansfield Road after the road junction.

Approx 50 yards on the left is the Peacock. This classic two roomed pub serves up to 6 real ales, mainly National but with some surprises, from the main left hand bar, or from a servery in the smaller RHS snug. This once used to be only waiter service.

Further along, across the road, is the imposing Rose of England. Again, mainly National beers are supplemented by LocAle beer and the odd guests.

Cross back across the road and walk around 200 yards up to the Golden Fleece. Around 4 real ales will be available.

Again across the road you will find the Nags Head. Up to 6 real ales feature some interesting beers where local Caythorpe may sometimes be found. A LocAle pub. *

Cross back for the last time. 3 more pubs are left on the road. The furthest is the Castle Rock Forest Tavern, which features a rare cosy nightclub serving real ale. Generally, only Castle Rock beers are served and the pub often does not open until the evening.

Returning on the same side you will find the Fade bar (& Hard to find café) where two LocAle beers can be found.

Near and almost opposite the Nags Head is why you come along this road; the Lincolnshire Poacher. This Castle Rock pub has most of the regular C/R beers along with a varied selection of other beers from near and far, along with a large selection of whiskies, amongst plenty of other drinks. Food is available.

Plenty of buses will now be able to whisk you back into the city centre from the stop across the road, but the walk back will do you good!
